If you are more than ten minegely or late, the
Environmental Scrutineer will refuse to perform goeind check, and you will need to contact thei&nt8ecretary for a new time (or
if you are early, you will be able to wait untilareyour due time). We have operated this systetihdrpast, and found it was very

The Scrutineer will also need to sign your Docuragah Form, as well as see your MOT certificate rehagppropriate. He will also
need to see both helmets and sets of overalldeasg@have these ready.

After passing scrutineering, move to signing onuYiust sign on straight after scrutineering, antiveied to take with you
competition licences, including entrant's licerfcapplicable, club membership cards and the Doctatiem sheet when you sign on.
If only one of the crew is present at signing-ooy will be given your full pack except your timerds. These will only be given once
the other crew member has signed on. Note thatevguite happy to scrutineer with only one crew rbenpresent providing that
both helmets and overalls are there.

You will be issued with a Rally Pack containingddzook, rally plates, time cards, etc., as sooyoashave successfully signed on.
The official notice board will be in the signing office. Please make sure you read the notices.

A note about MSA Competition Licence Rules

Competitors are reminded of recent changes to t8& Mcence Rules. Firstly, competitors must allitn@ossession of a valid signed
licence with photograph attached in order to bevedid to sign on. We are no longer allowed to acliegice application forms on the
weekend. Secondly, drivers (not co-drivers) must have a Stage Rally Drivers licence. The Non Rigeaces are not now valid for
drivers in stage rallies, though they are fineGorDrivers.

SR8 - Start Procedure: We will be using fully efentc equipment for both start and finish. Thereftire start procedure will not be as
stated in the regulations, but will be controllgddtart lights, and a jump start detection beane Jéquence of the lights is shown
below. Competitors should note that jump start$ béldetected electronically, and ALL jump stahsywever small, will result in a
jump start penalty being applied.

Application of Penalty of Exclusion

There has been some controversy on recent eveyasdieg competitors being prevented from attempsitages after their actions had
suggested that they should be subject to the peoidixclusion. Competitors should note that ohly €lerk of the Course in person
has the right to exclude a competitor. If the Clefkhe Course issues a competitor with WRITTENa®that they are excluded, then
they may not continue. Until that written noticeégeived, they are free to continue. The MSA ratiuhs encourage the Clerk of the
Course to allow sufficient time for competitorsdigcuss such a penalty in a calm manner, and tiverdfis likely that such
discussions would only be able to take place aettteof the event. It is therefore highly unlikéiat a penalty of exclusion would be
applied during the event, unless a serious offéiasebeen committed.



Stage Surfaces

Most of the stage surface is tarmac/concrete. Hewevsignificant amount of this is broken up anduen, so the event should not be
considered wholly smooth. A small part of each stisjoose surface, specifically around 13% ofestaly 2, 7 and 8 is gravel surface,
and around 3% of stages 3, 4, 5 and 6 is grasspé€titors should ensure they have suitable tyrespe with these varying surfaces.

Camping

Free camping on the venue is available on the &ayunight, providing that you have pre-booked \tfith entries secretary. If you
wish to camp, please either e-mail am@bdmc.orgruklephone on the numbers given below, with the@gmate number of people
camping. Campers should be self-sufficient in watet toilet facilites.

Any competitor person found on any part of the \eather than the camping area, even if on foot,beilrefused a start. (S.R. 19.f
applies). Note that officials will be present oe #irfield during the night and will report backttee Clerk of the Course on any
infringements.

Venue Access

Access to the venue is available from the stascafitineering on Saturday until 8am on Sunday nmgrrifter that, access will only

be possible between each pair of stages, and ahthef the event. Access is only via the gatemigted 'York Dragway' at map
reference 106/763428.
