Four
members were actually involved
with organising so where were the
rest of the club as only Andy
Stewart and Nik Everard actually
mar shalled?

That’s enough griping. My
congratulations must go to Danny
Robinson and lan Gibbinsfor their
maiden win on the Beaver, beating
archrivals Andy Beaumont and
Mike Petch by 1 second, the
narrowest of margins. John
Wilkinson and Roger Hage from
Eastwood Motor Club were a
further 15 seconds behind in third
place. In the class awards Adrian
Green and Dan Spittlehouse took
the Expert honours with Alastair
Crosby and John Thornton from
Selby picking up 1% in the Semi
Experts. Bill Parkin and Simon
Gratton were the overall winners
in the novice class.

Unfortunately James
Everard and Dave Jobling
managed to get stuck in afield and
retired early on in the event. Nik
and Tim entered the event so they
could do an article for the Toyota
magazine that we hope to bring
you soon. Unfortunately they
found the going a bit difficult
having only competed in stage
events in the past. However they
still have a memento of the event
despite finishing in last place. In
fact looking at the results the top
19 crews lost no more than 10
minutes with many picking up a
five minute penalty for missing a
route check.

The route was
straightforward and designed to be
cleanable for most of the crews
with  the regularity sections
determining the results and this
was how it turned out to be. The
nature of the roads and built up

areas meant that a lot of neutrals
were included in the event. Still it
makes a change to run on maps
101 and 107 for a change. Who
knows what next year will bring.

In the past 2 events, we
were overrun with marshals, but
this year was different. We only
just managed to get the controls
manned after much juggling by
Matthew (An entertainer to the
end — Ed). Eighteen Crews
completed the first timecard
without penalty and only a handful
dropping time. By the end of the
second timecard the number of
crews clean had dropped to 6 as
time was lost on the Sunk Island
regularity section. The regularity
section after halfway caused all but
four crews to drop time as they
drove through Thirtleby towards
Coniston. Every crew dropped
time on the last regularity section
from Bewholme as they headed
towards the A165 just south of
Beeford. All competitors managed
to get through the last time card
without  dropping any time
although 4 crews missed a number
of contrals.

After being the Clerk of
the Course since the late 1980's
and involved in the organisation of
the event since 1979, the time has
now come for someone else to take
over the reigns. As | mentioned
earlier, there are 9 organisers for
the 12 cars so there is plenty of
experience out there. Thismay also
give the event a different
perspective as a new organiser
stamps his or her mark on the
event. | will of course give every
assistance to whoever takes over
the organisation of the Maple
Garage Beaver Rally in any way |
can.

The
team event on Saturday started
late at 1.00 p m to allow for
competitors travelling from as far
afield as Ireland and Kent.

Saturday events always
seem to interfere with work so
when lan Chapman got a phone
call from work as he was about to
set off, it looked like we might be a
team member short.

lan Chapman was on form in his
Westfield 1.6 on the Sunday, not

having to go into work beforehand.
He came in 4" overall and 3 in
class. | managed 6" overall and 1%
in class in the Sylva Striker 1.4
plus  Best Alwoodley MC
competitor, but only thanks to
Jean (lan’s wife) who entered lan
as Knutsford & DMC instead of
Alwoodley! Thanks Jean, I'll send
you the money later.

A neutral to
get clear of the town took us on to
Dronfield then foot down time.
Part of the section went through a
car boot salefield on a Not-as-Map
then to a section that had so many
restrictions in it that frustrated us
both. No handbraking at triangles,

him. Still we got in a couple of very
quick sections. Then, just as we
were getting in to it, all my lights
went out, the poti and big light too.

So | had to make do with a
headlight for the rest of the first
half.

We got to Worksop for the
next handout, which were tulips.
These were quickly plotted down
and Ben put in an impressive and
quick section right into another
neutral. There was more to comel!
Round the back of Blyth and down
the Al then a herringbone with too
many ‘Quiets in it for our liking.
Petrol at Markham was a welcome
sight and for once we weren't late.
Both the Andy's were out
mar shalling and caught up with us
at petrol, good job too as Andy and
Ben set to mending the poti and
light (thanks lads). Turns out a
wire had shorted and popped a

fuse. Well | aint a clue when it
comes to Protons, where is the fuse
box anyway?

Then it was all systems go
again and we headed off to MC2,
which was at the beginning of a
corking white with big ditches
down either side of the track
between two fields.

After our entry was
submitted we were seeded at 14
despite a low turnout. Noise and
scrutineering posed no problems
and after plotting the No-go’'s and
Quietsit wastimeto look for afish
& chip shop. Not for myself |
might add, |'ve started a diet. No,
it was for John Turnbull, Ben
Blanchard, Andy Stewart and
Claire. Whilst we were there we
met Oggy (That’s a surprise — Ed.)
and Stan who looked like they were
devouring whale and chips! With
food out of the way we distanced
ourselves from those who were
going clubbing (Seal cull? — Ed.)
and returned to the start. First car
was due out at 00.01

A short run out to the
south of Mablethorpe took us to
NTC2 then via Spot Heights and
Grid Lines to STC3, STC4 and
NTC 5. By this time we'd dropped
2 minutes. After visiting STC6
near Claythorpe a further 3
minutes were lost by the time
STC7 loomed up. A little help was
needed from John Turnbull



marshalling STC8 as another 2
minutes had gone missing when we
reached him. The ‘Tulips came
through the window early and
Claire managed to get them on the
map despite John drooling all over
it and her, making everything very
damp! It was on this section we
encountered our first ‘white’ just
prior to the village of Burwell. It
was pretty awful, | couldn’t keep
the wheels straight and there was
no grip. | was glad to get out of
that and head off through
Ruckland, Worlaby and South
Ormsby to NTC11l. Three more
minutes were dropped up to
STC10 from which a Herringbone
led us to STC12 and STC13 with
another 2 minutes lost. Ulceby
Cross took usto NTC14 then Grid
Lines and Spot Heights to NTC17
both of which were cleaned. From
STC20 we were directed to Noise
Check in a lay-by to the west of
Skegness followed by petrol in
Skeggy itself.

At TTC21, south west of
Skeggy, we were allowed to make
up time, but, dueto an error on the
organiser’s part, we could only use
the ¥ Rule, which left us 5 minutes
short. STC22 was plotted using
Grid Squares  in reverse
alphabetical order. Thistook some
sorting out by Claire and more
time was dropped up to NTC23
where John  Turnbull  was
marshalling again. Yet more
drooling and route plotting!
Unfortunately we mis-plotted
STC24, which was our first fail,
but not our last.

South of Wainfleet we
arrived at NTC25 where numerical
Tulips took us to the next two
controls. The Yelows around
Wrangle and Old Leake led us
through STC27 to STC29. Claire
then had to deal with Muppet
names in reverse order to get usto
STC30 wherewerealized OTL was
very close. This necessitated a cut
to a rgjoin point at NTC38 where
lo and behold we found John
Turnbull again. As we were well
ahead of our due time we had to
wait for other competitors to
arrive. After the first 8 crews had
started, we decided to go our selves.
This was a thrash over Hagnaby
Airfield, but unfortunately |
missed the last lot of arrows and
went out of the wrong gate. | then
had to turn round and go back in

to find the finish, amongst much
embarrassment!

At RTC40 we ot
instructions to avoid Spot Heights
then via Map Features. A major
cock-up following a misheard
instruction from Claire saw us well
off route and for a while | couldn’t
work out where we were.
Eventually we made it to TTC41
followed by a nice Herringbone to
STC42. The last section of Tulips
took us to MTC44 and then on to
the finish at the Fairways Golf
Club for what was possibly the best
breakfast yet, including a no
quibble veggie onefor Claire.

We were going to query
the % Rule problem at TTC21, but
it didn’t matter as we claimed the
1% Novice  Award.  Stan
Featherstone and Oggy were 1%
Overall with 1% Expert going to
Adrian Green navigated by lan
Gibbins. Once again Beverley
crews scooped most of the awards.
The event was good and well worth
doing. A big thanks to Claire for
navigating us to an award.

| got up at the crack of
dawn on Sunday in search of an
airfield in Rufforth and, after
visiting a few other airfields in the
area, | finally arrived at the
correct one. It was pretty much at
this point that the heavens opened
big time and stayed open for about
an hour, not that a bit of rain even
came close to dampening anyone's
spirits.

After meeting Howard at
the start and Jon ‘Boy’ Graves, |

was in the company of the autotest
cream. Howard kindly offered to
walk round thetestsin the pouring
rain with me and we were allowed
about 15 minutes before we were
off.

My test diagram quickly
become a soggy rag, so | stuffed it
in my pocket and listened to
Howard, who seemed to have the
whole lot clocked in about 5
seconds flat! | don’t think the tests
wer e overly difficult, but with a lot
going on in the car it'svery easy to
get a mind blank. If you get one of
those, usually the first thing is
panic, then look at the diagram,
then go, “What!?" So to be able to
run the test in your head first
before starting is vital. 1 knew
there would be a few washouts for
me, but by the first couple of runs
I'd probably have it clocked. Sure
enough, during the first run |
made a couple of silly mistakesthat
got me a washout. I'm sure |
wasn't the only one, but | think a
lot is decided on those first runs if
you know the tests well — tends to
sort the men from the boys. A good
tip is not to go steaming in too
early. Sit and watch the other
drivers run the course for as long
asit takes for you to learn it off by
heart. The experienced drivers
made it look really easy. It does
help massively if your handbrake
actually works too. Fighting the
car just takes your mind off where
you'r e supposed to be going!

I think | got two washouts
during the first run of the 4 tests,
but managed to avoid one on test
two by dint of being given the full
‘Tour’ round the course by
Howard. He was almost walking
round in front of the car giving me
instructions! By then 1'd lost the
plot!! lain Tullie was Timekeeper
on that test and said afterward he
was absolutely sure there was
nothing in the Blue Book
preventing people running around
the test shouting and waving — He!
Hel

So we carried on and by
the second run of the tests 1'd just
about got into the swing, but the
car was still far from an ‘autotest
special.” Just before lunch | saw
Heepy stopped on the 3" from last
test and helped push it back to the
pits where Howard was forced to
change a drive shaft. But at least
the engine was still ok!



The afternoon saw us
running the same tests again, but
with the addition of a ‘tandem’
test, two identical tests side by side,
which was really good fun. | made
a big effort to learn this one
because, although not strictly a
race, prideisstill at stake. Okay, so
| got completely mauled by David
Mosey (who didn’'t! — Ed.), who
gave me about a 20 seconds start,
but still managed to get round as
quick as | could have gone without
messing up.

Howard looked to be
flying all day, and enjoying it. |
haven't seen the final results, but
think the drive-shaft failure may
have ruined at least one test for
Heepy. When the results were
posted up | was pleased | hadn’t
come rock bottom and really
enjoyed the day too. | think
autotesting is certainly one of the
toughest tests of a car’s durability
and of car control for the driver.
Thanks to Howard for Kindly
lending me his wheel brace and
guidance on thetests.
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INTHE HOT SEAT!

On many occasions whilst
co-driving in the Cour se/Safety car
‘0" on events, I've heard people
say, “That must be a cushy job
riding round the stages” Well |
can assure you, it's no cushy
number being in the ‘Hot Seat’
directing and operating an event
whilst being driven round the
route rather than being in a warm
hotel room. But it's a job | fully
enjoy otherwise | wouldn’t do it.
To try and give everyone a better
insight into what it’s all about and
how | became involved, you might
beinterested in the following.

As the more senior
members of the club may recall, |
retired from competing on events
during 1994 when my driver lan
Richardson (driving the Ex-Peter
Billam Mark Il Escort) went to
work at Prodrive. Since 1986 | had
been heavily involved in the then
Lombard/Network Q  Rallies,
moving on to being Co-driver of
the *000" vehicle from about 1990,

then Chief Timekeeper from about
1996. | suppose it was a natural
progression to become Co-driver
for the ‘O’ vehicle on other events,
including the Trackrod, Kall Kwik
and Roger Albert Clark Rallies,
not forgetting the club’s own
Beaver and Armstrong Massey
events. On one of the very early
Trackrod Rallies running as
Course/Safety car  with lan
Richardson, | recall being given
the task of running just prior to
the Historic event. Arriving at the
first stage in Cropton, | was
confronted by the  Stage
Commander requesting meto issue
an amendment as the stage had
been reduced in length due to
unforeseen circumstances. In those
days there were no mobile phones
and would have been of little
assistance due to the lack of
coverage in the North Yorkshire
Forests. The radio reception was
not particularly good either and
there was only about 10 minutes
before the first Historic competitor
arrived. Eventually | received the
amended stage mileage, calculated
a new bogey time and issued the
relevant amendment only to arrive
at the start line and be informed
that a farmer was blocking the
stage as he was tending to his
pheasants. Without hesitation we
checked the clocks, obtained a start
time, ensured the marshals
completed the timecard correctly
and entered the stage whilst
informing radio control not to let
ANY competitors into the stage
until we reported further. We
found the farmer and entered into
some rather intense discussions.
After assuring him that | would
send some mar shals back down the
stage to look after his birds, we
followed him to the next junction
where, to my relief, | located some
very helpful marshals who opened
the gate allowing him to exit the
stage. After further negotiations
with the marshals they agreed to
attend to the birds, with others
ensuring the farmer’s access to the
stage was blocked.

Thinking we'd attended to
the problems on this stage, we
returned to the vehicle to hear
Radio Control calling us to advise
that a postman was somewhere on
the stage towards the finish.
Arriving at the finish, we checked
and obtained a finish time, which

agreed with my time, checked the
completion of the timecard and
informed radio control that as far
as we wer e concer ned the stage was
clear to run as the postman had
exited the stage via the stop
control. Phew! We wer e exhausted,
but made our way to Gale Rigg
and onwards. Our early baptism of
fire wasn’t over however. Arriving
at the service area, which was on
the forest roads near the site of the
old fire tower, the control marshal
informed me that | had to report
by landline to the Clerk of the
Course (Rod Parkin) at Rally HQ.
After a few attempts | managed to
speak to Rod, who informed me
that the ‘0" vehicle had broken
down and requested us to take its
place ahead of a then very young
Richard Burns. This was prior to
the introduction of Course Car
schedules, which | now produce for
events.

It continued to be quite a
hectic event having to calculate our
start times whilst on the move for
the balance of stages and assessing
the exact whereabouts for the first
competitor. Arriving at the finish
of the event you can imagine our
relief at being greeted with a very
welcome drink from none other
than Rod. We had achieved our
mission, kept the event running
and seemed to have inherited a
new role in rallying. From then on
I have been given total control for
the running of the events from the
front. One year this included
informing Rod that he could NOT
enter the Oliver’s Mount stage, as
there was not sufficient time. This
refusal was not taken lightly, but at
thefinish he totally appreciated the
situation, which earned me another
drink.

Along with  numerous
other instances, | have found that
you have to make quick decisions,
keep focused on the event, know
your exact location, where you are
travelling to next, how much time
you have and what problems might
crop up, not forgetting the exact
location for the first competitor.
You have to constantly amend
your schedule, but this is made
easier on events now using the
European Timing system (stage
start to next time control rather
than stage start to stage finish).

There have been many
incidents in the past, which include



finding a Lancia service crew
through a bridge parapet in the
middle of Kielder. They were
completely blocking the rally route
and, having no communication
coverage, | had to resort to using
the local forestry van
communicationsfor rescue services
then retrace our steps whilst |
found an alternative route. The
next course car was stopped at the
first junction of the amended route
where | explained what had
happened. They then informed
Rally HQ and issued an
amendment whilst we arrowed the
route.

Arriving at Langdale
(Whitby end) | discovered that the
finish/stop communications had
failed and they had no visual
contact. Some negotiations with the
Start Rescue Crew produced a
loan of hand held radios. These
wer e subsequently delivered to the
Flying finish/Stop controls.

| could give many other
examples but without boring you
any further, two very quick recent
instances which have occurred this
year.

Running approximately 20
minutes prior to the first
competitor on the Beaver we came
across an accident (not rally
related | believe) with rescue crews
completely blocking the road and
mor e blue lights approaching from
behind. Without any discussions
with the rescue crews and with no
hesitation at all, my driver for the
event, Phil Burton, turned the car
round. We returned to the
previous control whilst | plotted an
amended route, which in this
instance was very easy. Arriving at
the control, Phil briefed the
Marshals of our decision and |
phoned Graeme Potter in the next
and final course car to issue an
amendment in accor dance with our
amended route. Right, so you may
think that we had solved the
problem, but what about the
marshals at the control after the
accident? After we had instructed
the marshals of the amendment we
made rapid progress to the
cancelled control. We informed
them of the situation then made
our way to halfway petrol to
inform Matthew of the situation, as
this would have affected the
results.

On another  occasion,
running as car ‘0’ we arrived at a
stage at 05.11hrs in THICK
freezing fog to find that no other
cour se/safety cars had arrived, but
all rescue  crews, doctor,
timekeepers and marshals were in
situ. The first car was due to start
at 05.42hrs and | had a scheduled
start time of 05.24hrs. The
previous night | had been given a
reversed time schedule, which
confirmed the above times. We had
no ‘A’ system radio coverage and
the stage commander  had
contacted radio control to be
informed that the first competitor
was not due until 06.58hrs. What
action did we take?

Answers via the Mag
please!

You have to constantly
think of a solution to any problem,
solve it and then think of how it
will affect the rest of the event and
who should be informed. You
should also always  issue
instructions in the form of a
written amendment and obtain a
signature from the crew. You will
always find someone at the finish
who has not actioned the
amendment and is looking for a
way  out.  Teamwork and
under standing each other iscritical
and | firmly believe that thisis one
of the reasons why you find the
same people doing the same jobs.
You build up a very good working
relationship over the vyears.
However new faces are always
welcome so if you are interested,
please contact me for further
details. Finally | would just like to
take this opportunity to thank all
the drivers who have acted as
chauffeurs for me over the years,
Dave Moore, lan Richardson,
Peter Billam, Andrew Apperley,
Graham Burton, Deg Burton and,
more recently, Phil Burton plus
anyone else who | may have
omitted.

Follow Me!

I knew it was going to be a
bad day when | spotted the Police
Occifer stood in the middle of the
A1079 directing me left down a
road | didn’'t know. Someone's
once pristine hot little hatch sat
mangled on the side of the road
and responsible for the cops now
closing the main route to York. |
was hoping to get to Rufforth early
in order to run yet another Heepy
engine in —for the second time this
year. | had no idea where the road
| was on led to, or how | was going
to get back on route. The cars in
front were buggering about at
40mph and an impatient Beamer
was threatening to attack the rear
of my trailer. Thing weren’t going
to plan.

After visiting a few pretty
villages with nice speed humps we
miraculously emerged at the big
roundabout where the A1079
meetsthe A64 — phew!

| found Andy Stewart and
parked next to him. He had
actually volunteered to do the
event both for his own pleasure
and to help lift the Club from the
seemingly constant 11" placein the
2005 Yorkshire League. He was
busy swapping tyres and needed a
shiny wheel brace as he'd forgotten
to pack some of his gear. It was
also a good opportunity for usboth
to catch up with YSCC's Jon
Graves and a few other autotest
regulars.

Therewasn’t much timeto
run in the new engine as we had
four teststo learn, which we would
use for the whole day. It was about
this time the heavens opened and it
bucketed down, accompanied by
howling wind. The waterproofs
worked well, but the trainers
would be wet for the whole day.
Yuk!

Having walked tests 1 and
2 | spotted Andy about to do the
same and went over to help. Time
was getting short so all | could do
was walk him round the first two



and leave him to it while | did 3
and 4. They were fairly standard
ANCC tests, but a bit long for
YorkshireLeague.

When | got back to Heepy
following the driver’s briefing |
realised he'd been parked badly
and, having no door windows, the
driving rain had gone in the
passenger side, filling the footwell
with about an inch of water. Thank
goodness for floor bungs — soon
had that lot out!

A less than auspicious
start saw me drop at least a second
a test to most of the front-runners.
Trying to be easy with the engine
didn't exactly make me quick
either. At the end of thefirst run |
was 4" overall, but some 12
seconds down on leader Dave
Mosey who was being kept honest
in his Mini saloon by the ABS
Special of Duncan Wild. Traction
was at a premium in the wet
conditions and the ABS rear
engine rear-wheel-drive set-up was
just the ticket. It’s a twitchy little
beast though. Laugh of the
morning came after Andy washed
out on test 1 and | decided to ‘see
him round’ test 2. This ended up
with me running round virtually
the whole test just in front of his
car and pointing to where he
should go. Timekeeper lain Tullie
found it amusing, but declared it
legal.

A penalty on test 5 and
some doppy driving on the other
three saw the duelling Ben Morten
and lan Chapman pass me for 4™
and 5" in class. Seventh was my
overall position by dint of Carl
Sams nipping past in his 1600
Nova. Then, just to top off my day,
something in the transmission let
go on test 9 followed by the now
familiar push back to the paddock.
A CV joint, only fitted some 3 or 4
events ago, had lunched itself. The
well-rehearsed routine had the
thing changed in about 10 or 15
minutes, thanks to some skilful
assistance by Jon Graves. That
done | headed back to test 9 to try
my luck at bullying the marshals
into letting me do it again. A
breakdown on a test is an
automatic washout, but the way
my day was going | couldn’t afford
that to happen. After a bit of
mumbling and discussion | was
allowed back on the test to post an
average sort of time. The next

three were all rattled off in quick
succession as the marshals were
waiting to go to lunch. The
pumping adrenalin worked and
pulled me back past Ben Morten
into 5™ in class by 5.2 seconds. This
round also saw the more
permanent demise of Dave
Sowman’s Mini Special with a
broken gearbox. That machine is
getting well past its sell-by date.

By now the rain had
stopped and the sun came out — not
enough to dry the ground, but a
relief to all competitors. In the
third round of teststhere were 5 to
have a go at as test site 3 had been
changed into a ‘Tandem Test.
This is two identical tests where 2
competitors are encouraged to set
off together, although it’'s not
compulsory. However, the chance
to duke it out with another
competitor and claim a victory is
hard toresist! Thebigruleisnot to
look across halfway round to see
where the other car is. | only got
two  attempts with  serious
competitors, one was against
Richard Pinkney’s Caterham and
the other was Ben Morten, in the
Striker | shared with his dad back
in July. On both tests | just
sneaked into the finish marginally
ahead. Andy Stewart recording my
victory against Richard's ‘Green
Machine” My joy was somewhat
dampened by the second penalty of
the day when | wiped out a cone on
the last test of that round. | was
now back behind Ben Morten in
6. Andy, on the other hand, was
getting to grips with the tests and
had hauled himsdf from 12" in
class to 10" and looked like he was
enjoying it.

For the fifth and final
round | put in some good times,
but not good enough to get me
back in front of Ben. So once Dave
Mosey had been lifted out of the
class by dint of his FTD | claimed
5" in class and 6" overall, only 1.7
seconds away from Durham’s Carl
Sams in his 1600 Nova who took
the Class B award and 5" overall.
Duncan Wild won our class in his
ABS well ahead of Steve Morten’s
2"%in the Striker. Gerald Holdroyd
had a comfortable ride to 1% in his
Class A Mini whilst Mark
Sherburn was the only one of the
‘Dangerous Brothers to complete
the event in their rear-wheel-drive
Escort and so took the Class C

award. Andy Stewart easily hung
on to his 10" in class and helped
the Club out again with valuable
Yorkshire League points and
hopefully honed his handbraking
skillsfor the next rally he competes
on.

Dave Mosey and |
swapped cars for a little
comparison test after the event. He
wasn’'t very keen on the hydraulic
handbrake and thought Heepy was
too heavy compared to his Mini.
WEe'll be sorting that out over the
winter. | found his car very
difficult to drive as he had a big
throttle pedal, which | hit every
time | braked, but the thing was
quicker than Heepy, probably due
to the light bodyshell. Mind you,
me ‘n’ Heepy's all up weight
should’'ve been reduced
considerably after running around
ahead of Andy’scar on some of the
tests!

We had been praying to
the Weather Gods for a good
covering of snow, but despite
coming close, it unfortunately
never materialised. Maybe if I'd
found a virgin to sacrifice, the



snow would have come. Where do
you look? Do you really need to kill
them, it seems such a waste!! (See
“Quotes’ for a further insight to
thisboy’sprivatelife— Ed.)

So a cold wet night would
have to do, if nothing else it would
alow Andy to display his
flamboyant driving style The
Escort was wearing the usual
brilliant white  with blue
accessories, finished with two new
pairsof black, slidy shoes.

On arrival at Maple
Garage, Sproatley, the event

Apparently the fuel
used to collect it from Kent or
wherever was more than he paid
for the car. All he had to do was
repair the body damage and he
had a non-4wd car to comply with
the regulations set him by Andy
and Danny.

So much excitement and
the event hadn’t even started yet!!

Just as we approached NTC2 the
sleet came down and | didn’t want
to open the window despite being
wrapped up in my 20-year-old
woolly jumper, fingerless gloves
and a woolly hat that made me
look like a right div, according to
Mrs Gibbins. I'm sure she's
correct, but I'm too old to be that
vain when it's so cold. Call the
Fashion Police if you must, I'll go
quietly. Obviously | did open the
window to get my time from the
Marshal and put it straight back
up again, leaving the smallest gap
possible at the top to receive my
route instructions as we waited to
be counted down.

5-4-3-2-1-Go! Andy’s foot
was planted to the floor and we
were away, heading towards
Burton Constable while | plotted.
Slot right towards Smithy Briggs,
Andy reassuring me with the
infamous line, “Don’t bother
reading the bends, | know this
bit!"” Oh dear! Huge fun through
the first bends, flicking sideways
left then right. Then flat, miss the
‘White' on the left, code board in
the triangle at Coom Hill, 90&R
then on to 904, way, way too fast.
Andy chucked it sideways before
the corner, we spun 360&and a bit
more for luck ending up facing into
the field perched on top of a bank.
It looked like | would have to get
out and push, but fortunately help
was at hand. Matthew had
managed to capture us on film,
which was obviously the main
priority, but there was also
someone on hand to push the car
into the field allowing us to carry
on. Whether that was also
Matthew | don’t know. Anyway,
we ploughed our way out axle deep
and wheels packed with mud, back
onto the road, arriving at STC 3

still having not lost any time
Others hadn’'t been so lucky!!
Young Everard and the not-so-
young Jobling had somehow
managed to go off on the first
corner, some 500m into the event,
straight into thefield, re-arranging
the front bodywork and ending
their challenge there and then. |
would imagine words were
exchanged, surely that must’'ve
been the driver’'s fault. A shame
really as they had been leading at
the time. So much more excitement
and still only at STC 3.

A short Neutral took us
south of Aldbrough for a blast
down the ‘B’ road, dot into a
'yellow’ around Garton then push
on to Owstwick. We drifted
through the cautioned roadwork
barriers and cones then slotted up
a ‘white’ spraying mud everywhere
as we plough through before
exiting onto the ‘yellow’ in front of
a crowd of spectators in sideways
style. | was a little worried,
technically that could have been a
SGW infringement, but that would
have been such a waste. We pushed
on through Danthorpe at speed to
hand in Timecard 1 at NTC9 after
Burton Pidsea. No difficult
navigation, no dropped time and
hopefully all boards recorded
correctly. Everything was going
okay.

From NTC 9 we flew
straight down the B1362, past
Halsham to NTC11, then by the
water tower via a code board in the
gravel lay-by. Then it was south to
a hairpin at Willow House, looping
north then south to Winestead. An
error on the route handout here
meant a short wait while the
correct reference for NTC14 was
relayed to us. This would take us
south of Keyingham and be the
first regularity section timed to the
second, which would obviously be a
critical section. Queuing up to wait
for our start timewe could see Tim
and Oggy across a field at Car 1.
They had already set off and were
coming back up the next road then
slotting west to go through Marsh
Cottage and Marsh House. Our
time came and we were away. Flat
to caution slot R over open wooden
bridge, down a ‘white to
Keyingham Grange then sot R
around a loop we had seen others
take. Thiswasn’t really much of an
advantage as it was obvious which



way the route went. It wasjust nice
not to have to plot, concentrating
more on reading the bends and
pinpointing where the boards
were. As we approached the hump
bridge over Keyingham Drain we
just caught sight of the reflective
codeboard hidden behind allowing
us time to record it rather than
leaping past. This could easily have
been missed, it was just good
fortune not costing us valuable
seconds having to reverse back for
it. The section then headed through
Thorney Crofts to IRTC15 before
Thorngumbald where the Marshal
revealed only Car 1 hadn’t cleaned
the section up to then. Andy knows
the area very well so | doubted if
many more would be clean.

Only one section remained
before the petrol halt back at
Maple Garage. A blast past
Elstronwick was unfortunately cut
short before Humbleton due to an
accident near Flinton blocking the
intended route. Thiswas nothing to
do with the event and we headed
steadily into petrol to hand in Time
card 2. Timeto stretch my legs and
aching back, grab a bite to eat and
drink then take a look at the
results to date. Must remember to
take a small cushion for support
next time. Poor old man! Results
displayed for Time card 1 showed
18 crews still clean and all winning.
See, | told you James and Dave
were winning when they went off!
Notably, Cars 1 and 2, Tim/Oggy
and Betts/Hage in thered Mkl RS
had each picked up a 5 minute
penalty for missing a code board.
This would seriously handicap two
of the leading contenders for a
victory.

| stepped outside to tell
Andy we wer e winning, but he was
nowhere to be seen No sign of his
car lined up either. Further
searching revealed his car behind
the garage with Andy jet-blasting
every last bit of the evil dirt from
his shiny paintwork and from
behind the wheels where the last
bits were trying in vain to hide
from him. If it keeps the team
spirit up, too right. Stuff those
murmurs of “Poser.” Anyway, I'm
sure all that dirt reduces the drag
co-efficient, otherwise why do all
those F1 technicians spend so
much time polishing their little
cars before a Grand Prix? This is
just as serious to us. A final check

of the results before we left for
MTC20 showed that after Time
card 2 there were only 6 crews
remained clean, Danny and lan
and our selves being two of them.

From MTC20 a ‘proper’
regularity section would take us
down Thirtleby Lane for 2% miles
at 27.6 mph. I’ve got to be honest, |
don’t like and never did see the
point in having these on a Road
Rally. It usually ends up being
potluck whatever time you're
rewarded with, despite the effort in
accuracy. | correctly calculated
where the IRTC would be and
monitored our progressto turn the
corner and dive into the control
much closer | thought than the 9
seconds penalty | accepted. Danny
and lan arrived perfectly on time
to take an early lead. We all then
headed towards Swine, expecting
to go into Wawne Common next.
Instead, the route took us back
onto the A165, visiting the usual
lay-bys, but without the usual
nocturnal inhabitants. Obviously
Rally Drivers are harder than
‘Doggers when the weather gets
cold. Actually | think Navigators
have the bigger balls, after all, we
have to get in the car with them!
But | digressagain.

Back to the rallying. We
passed through both Ellerbys, Old
and New prior to thekindly man at
NTC24, issuing coded instructions
to continue our journey. These
would see us travelling indirectly
towards and beyond the ancient
village of Rise. Departing from
Rise in a westerly direction the
weather turned against us and
threw ice in our path. As the
reflective glare from the codeboard
symbols loomed up in our vision,
then disappeared as we skated
past, their importance occurred to
us.

Leaving Sage
Everingham and his followers
behind, we pressed onwards with
the second bridge of doom in sight.

Standard Sections. The route
seemed fairly obvious for us ‘local
people,’ taking in the lanes behind
Leven then up to Frodingham and
back before skirting
Brandesburton. A time control in
the lay-by at Catwick preceded a
run north to Catfoss before the
final regularity, which started
north of Bewholme. If the
remainder of the event was going
to be as easily cleanable as the
early parts, then this was going to
count big time!!

As we sat on the launch
pad at NTC35 we had a two second
lead over Dan and lan. The engine
purred around us as we waited,
motionless, contemplating lift off.
Any minute now and the signal
would be given. Fifteen seconds, 10
seconds, 5-4-3-2 and yes, you
guessed it, ONE. Houston we have
lift offl!! We roared upwards
towards Skipsea Brough then
dotted left through a series of
bends north of Dunnington before
diverting west. The car spun a bit
wide on the last 90& L, finally
coming to land in IRTC36 with a
further time loss of 2.08.

As expected, the last few
sections onto Map 101 created no
extra challenge and we headed
back to Skipsea Grange for
breakfast and the usual wait for
results.

Dan and lan didn’t dare
smile. lan has wanted to win the
Beaver forever, Danny for nearly
as long. This would be sweset,
wouldn’t it? | couldn't believe
anything could go wrong now
especially after having the 2004
Three Swans victory snatched
from them and handed to us.
Justice would surely be done
tonight. It was!! Danny and lan
won, beating Andy and me by a
mere 1 second after a fantastic
night’s rallying. We should have
been gutted at being so close to
winning, but if it'd been anyone

else ahead of us then it would've
been a very different story.
Congratulations to them, we were
very happy to have done better
than we imagined. It's a shame
Tim and Oggy didn't make it a
Beverley 1-2-3. Maybe next time.

At NTC9 situated
on the yellow south of Burton
Pidsea we handed in time card 1
with a total of 6mins penalties. We

had also missed a codeboard,
which we later discovered was due
to a mis-plotted loop at Garton.

The next section took us
along the B1362 to NTC11 east of
the water towers at East End after
which, we dropped a further 2 min
to STC10. A loop round
Frodingham Hall, Winestead and
STC13 cost us another 2mins. A
wrong instruction on the previous
handout for NTC14 was corrected
and we pressed on to Keyingham,
turning left at the pub. This looped
us through the ‘white at
Keyingham Grange via Marsh
House to finish south  of
Thorngumbald. We were a bit slow
here dropping another 3min
37seconds. A Relaxed Section took
us through Thorngumbald and
Hedon to RTC16.

Some ‘Tulips headed us
through Daisy Hill, Elstronwick
and towards Humbleton Manor.
There had been an accident near to
Flinton so we were re-routed back
to Maple Garage and STC19. After
filling up with petrol we checked
our position for the first 2 Time
Cards. We were 2" novice on card
1, but dropped to 4™ on card 2.
Still, we thought that was alright
and parked up to wait for our time
to move to MTC20. This was sited
on the Thirtleby road and the
section was timed at something like
27mph.  Early arrival was
penalised more than late arrival
and we dropped 16 seconds
wher eas Pob & Johnboy cleaned it.
The following Relaxed Section
went through Coniston and Swine
toRTC22

The herringbone here
would take us via the A165 then
via's through 3 lay-bys along the
yellow, visiting both Ellerby’s and
on to NTC24 north of New Ellerby.
Claire then had to deal with grid
lines and spot heights via Rise and
Skirlaugh to NTC26, which was on
Benningholme Lane. A blast along
Wawne Common took  6m
44seconds even though the first
tulip was missing from the
navigation. After passing through
Leven and RTC28 a set of grid
squares took usto NTC30 north of
Brandsburton via Burshill and
Little Burton. From here we had 4
herringbones to contend with
sending us to just south of North
Frodingham, down to Warley
Cross then left down to Catfoss.



Visiting 2 lay-bys on the way to
Brandsburton roundabout the
route then took us left past Fosse
Hill with a control in the lay-by
just east of Catwick then left at the
cross roads up to Nunkeeling and
looping round to NTC35 north of
Bewholme.

The next section to
IRTC36 went via Skipsea Brough
hairpin and finished east of
Southfield farm on the A165. We
were very slow on this section,
8:39, but | don't know why
(Possibly something to do with the
right foot? — Ed.). From here a
Relaxed Section to RTC37 North
West of Beeford preceded 2 short
sections via Great Kelk and
Harpham Moor to finish just after
Spot Height 12 south east of
Lowthorpe. Following that we
went via Bamber Bridge to east of
Kilham-on-Woldgate then a quick
blast using the loop down to
Burton Agnes to finish north west
of Carnaby. Therewasjust therun
into the finish at MTC44 at
Skipsea Grange. |t was an excellent
venue and provided a very good
breakfast.

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TheTortoise and theHare
A competitor’sview of the
RFB 12 Car Rally

At Claire Wilson's request
| provided navigation services for
Paul Maw on the Rallying for
Beginners 12 Car promoted by
Selby DMC on 13 December. Paul
is currently pedalling a Peugeot
309 with his son Jon on the maps.
For this event the pair decided to
split up to gain experience with
other partners and Jon was in the
Proton with Mark Edwards. Other
beginners out on the event
included one A Beaumont, who
retrieved the green Proton for the
evening.

The event started in the
Selby clubhouse with a set of Black
Spots, Black Squares and an
Intermediate Control to plot. The
Intermediate Control was at
Kilnwick Percy, sothegeneral area
to be covered was already
apparent.

Section one was a run out
to a control on the yellow road that
loops north of Bubwith. Somewhat
unusually, the run out wastimed at
30 mph and we dropped two
minutes Ccreeping through
Bubwith, making sure we observed
the Quiet Zone and Standing Give
Way regulations. The meat of the

event started with a herringbone
diagram, which included lots of
White roads. Hang on a minute,
the regs say that no white roads
will be used on the route, so we
only need to plot the coloured road
junctions. That gave us a bit of a
start and the Black Square at
Bubwith meant we had to turn left
at thefirst junction, so we could set
off immediately and try to sort out
the rest of the route on the move.
This set the tone for the event. We
had enough navigation to sort out
the first few junctions on each
section without a delay and Paul’s
steady driving style (the Peugeot is
only a 1.1L) meant that | could
keep ahead of him.

The tortoise and hare
principle cut in almost
immediately, as we caught a quick
Clio Sport while they attempted to
plot the second half of the
herringbone. They soon repassed
us, but we closed on them again by
the end of the section as they again
slowed down to plot the last few
junctions. We dropped four
minutes on this section, but found
both route checks.

The herringbone took us
to a point just south east of Sutton-
on-Derwent. We had the village
marked as a black square, so the
next section MUST take us back on
ourselves towards Melbourne. The
navigation was Tulip diagrams
with some junctions missing. |
thought this was a bit tricky for
beginners as there were several
gaps to fill. The black spots left
only one possible route,
particularly as the section was
titled ‘Melbourne by-pass and the
second route check plotted on the
large triangle east of Thornton.
The section finished with a few
yumps over the Pocklington Canal
and Bielby Beck before heading
north into STC4 just south of
Pocklington. We dropped another
couple of minutes on this section,
but again found the route checks.
Paul was finding the Peugeot non-
assisted steering a bit of a
challenge, particularly on square
corners and hairpins. It's amazing
how we have all become
accustomed to PAS. This probably
explains why a certain Mk1 Escort
driver from the Sproatley area has
arms like Popeye (Not to mention
the pipe — Ed.). There are several
other possible explanations for



strong forearms, but this is not a
top-shelf publication...

We had Mark and Jon for
company on this section and at the
control we found the Opel Manta
whose crew were a bit flummoxed
by the lack of a handout for the
link section to the Intermediate
Control (the one at Kilnwick
Percy). | believe they opened their
panic envelope, which was a pity,
because we had all been given the
location and direction of approach
at the start and they gained no new
information at the cost of Fails. We
decided that we could find the
control without a handout and
picked out aroute through Hayton,
Burnby and Nunburnholme to
approach the Intermediate Control
from the SSE. This was a make-up
section and | managed to fix my
lippy just so.

The second half of the
event started with a set of spot
heights to find and was titled
‘Pastures New.” As the route took
us from Kilnwick Percy through
Jenny Firkin Wood (Aaagghh! —
Ed.) to Millington, we wondered
which pasture this might be...This
proved to be a difficult section for
some crews because not all spot
heights on the route were listed. As
with the tulips earlier, there was
enough information to define the
route, but the confidence given by
finding every spot height in a
complete sequence would probably
have helped. The ones we were
given took us west out of
Millington, then northeast to the
Grass triangle at spot height 146
before turning back towards
Millington. Then through
Millington Pasture up to Huggate
and across the top of the wold back
towards Warter. The marshal at
the end of this section was sensibly
positioned at the awkward Not-as-
Map junction back onto the B1246
in Grid Square 8449. Mark and
Jon chased us through most of this
section and we also watched the
Clio Sport miss the dlot right in
Grid Square 8151 as they overtook
us.

From here we were given
a section called ‘Londesborough
loop.” This was defined by YYY
type navigation and foxed several
crews with theinstruction, ‘STC at
84." The organiser meant the Grid
line, but it might have been a spot
height. These organisers are

devious creatures. We missed the
slot right off the B1246, but took
the next and quickly regained the
correct route past Methill Hall
back towards Nunburnholme and
then vertically up to the SGW
protected cross roads  at
Londesborough Field. Paul was
getting the hang of stopping at
these junctions, but the hairpin
right that followed provoked more
wrestling and cursing. The tortoise
muscled its way past the Clio hare
on this yellow and | don't
remember them repassing us
before the Time Control at
Burnby.

Another neutral section
allowed us to recross the A1079
and resume hostilities just south of
Hayton. We were given a set of
map features to find, and this list
took us through Everingham,
Seaton Ross, Laytham and to the
Time Control at Foggathorpe. We
switched to hare mode on this
section and cleaned it. The final
section used a marked map to loop
almost to Howden before cutting
back through Brind and up to the
control at Wresde. We saw a
couple of crews retracing their
steps on this section, probably
because they thought they had
missed route checks. We decided
that the route checks had gone
missing and pressed on. Claire was
marshalling this control and
confirmed that neither route check
on the section was in place, so our
decision proved to be correct.

When these were announced, we
were delighted to be declared
winners on 23 minutes. This gave
us a single minute advantage over
a proper beginners crew and the
fails earned by opening the panic
envelope cost the Opel Manta the
win, as they were four minutes
quicker than us, but had fails. All
in all the evening was hugely
enjoyable and the event was run to
a high standard. Thanks to Paul
and his team for putting it on and

to all the marshals who came from
far and wide to record our various
arrivals and departures. It made a
refreshing change to be driven by
somebody who is aware that the
pedals in a car can be operated at
settings other than flat to the floor.

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MSA launches training and recruitment initiative:
Volunteers in Motorsport

The Motor Sports Association has unveiled details of a National Motorsport Training Plan — an
ambitious five-year programme to increase significantly the numbers of volunteer officials in both
two- and four-wheeled motor sport.

With partnership funding of £150,000 from the government's Motorsport Development Board and
match funding from the MSA's Motor Sports Training Trust, Volunteers in Motorsport represents
the first ever centrally co-ordinated activity to address the issues of recruitment, retention, training
and development among the essential motor sport volunteer community.

There are currently over 9,000 marshals and a further 3,500 licensed officials registered with the
MSA, but in the last four years the number of active marshals has dropped by over 10%. In motor
cycling the decline is even sharper, showing falls of around 19%.

In creating Volunteers in Motorsport, the MSA has joined forces with its two-wheeled equivalent
the Auto Cycle Union (ACU). This was critical in securing government funding and essential to the
success of the campaign.

The MSA has always funded an extensive training programme, reaching some 5,000 people a
year through seminars and training courses organised by MSA-recognised clubs and led by 120
MSA-licensed instructors. However, there has never been such a national drive to attract new
blood.

Volunteers in Motorsport will cover four key areas: a recruitment campaign to increase numbers
across the sport; a retention strategy to recognise experience, increase motivation and reduce
further decline; a national programme to provide relevant, structured and professional training that
is accessible to all; and a framework for schemes that recognise personal development and
simplify the process of cross-discipline participation. Running parallel to this, the MSA will be
looking at marshals' welfare, such as the provision of better facilities, in order to improve the
environment for volunteers.

Volunteers in Motorsport, to be launched officially at the Autosport International Show in January,
will be implemented by Sue Sanders-Peppitt, who is also responsible for all aspects of spectator
safety on Wales Rally GB. It will be operated in conjunction with Allan Dean-Lewis, Head of
External Affairs at the MSA, who also co-ordinates the FIA Institute's Safety Training Working
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Group.

"Everyone knows how important volunteers are to motor sport,” says Colin Hilton, Chief Executive
of the MSA. "We have had a problem with declining numbers for as long as | can remember, but
the response has traditionally been fragmented between clubs and ourselves. We now have an
opportunity, thanks not only to government funding but also to the Motor Sport Training Trust, to
create a co-ordinated, national approach to this serious issue."

"We do need to recruit new blood into the sport,” agrees Sanders-Peppitt. "But the people we
already have are essential to the ongoing viability of the sport and are very important to us, so we
also need to make sure we can retain them. If we consider that 87% of marshals are male and
99% are white, we can clearly see that our volunteers are not representative of wider society and
we must take positive measures to address the issue. I'm really pleased to have the chance to
make a difference to something this vital. We will be involving many people from all disciplines
and we would welcome everyone’s views and comments."
