Maple Garage Beaver Rally wins Best Event in the Midnight Motorsport ANCC Northern 
Road Rally Championship.  
 
MAPLE GARAGE BEAVER RALLY  
25th/26th NOVEMBER 2006. 
 
After organising the Beaver Rally since 1988 or thereabouts, it seemed strange to be sat in the navigators seat on 
the 2006 event. 
 
The finals showed us at car 13, entirely arrived at by the results of the other crews around us or so Danny says. 
 
Andy Stewart picked me up at the Dog and Duck and we made our way to the noise check just north of Maple 
Garage, Sproatley. This was passed without any problems and we joined the short queue at scrutineering. Matt 
Blood assisted the Scrutineers by checking the lights and horn etc. before Jim Kilmartin and his crew completed the 
task. Then it was off to see the usual signing on crew of Andrea Atkinson and Sheron Gibbins to complete all the 
paperwork and collect our rally pack. 

 
The pre event talk by Mr Petch (because Ian was too frightened) told us that the route checks would be partially 
hidden by a board placed in front of the check to slow crews down. Another trick by Ian and Mike was to hand out 
each time card at specific points throughout the event. 

 
At our start time we were handed the route that was on four sheets of paper. This would take us to the end of the first 
time card. The first section took us towards Elstronwick via grid lines and a couple of not as map triangles. Most 
crews managed to clean the first two sections and I managed to plot the regularity section through Owstwick. 
 
Andy was off like a shot on the regularity section driving through the deep surface water that sent the water over the 
windscreen completely obliterating our forward vision. The video crew were on the “white” just north of Owstwick, so 
Andy made sure that they got a spectacular shot. (Editors comment: Do all Andy’s do this?). As we left the “white” 
and headed towards Hilston I had a brain fade, having not properly plotted the black spot. I saw a group of spectators 
at the start of the “white” and at the corner. I also saw the car in front’s taillights and assumed that he had come out 
of the “white”. Andy spun the car round and proceeded back up the “white” only to be confronted by a number of cars 
blocking our route.  We spun the car round and headed back up the correct route, to the amusement of the 
spectators. I reckon this dropped us at least a minute on a section that was timed to the second and we only 
managed the 31st quickest time or 10th slowest, and showed us 29th after the first regularity. After the drive through 
Aldbrough, we had plenty of time at the regularity control to plot the next section of route. 
 
The second regularity of the event took us through Low Fosham farm, where another video crew were present, 
through Coom Hill and towards Burton Constable and Jackey Lane. Tim ‘flying’ Rogers caught us up by the ‘T’ 
junction near Burton Constable and Andy let him by. Clearly Tim was on a charge and we were not going to hold him 
up. By the end of the section we had climbed up the leader board to 26th after posting the 16th quickest time. After a 
short drive through Old Ellerby, I had time again to plot the remainder of the route instructions to the end of the first 
time card. 
 
The section to STC8 passed through the usual lay-bys at Oughbrough before heading west towards Skirlaugh 
Grange. The final regularity of the first time card was a good thrash through Wawne Common with the added 
incentive of a trip round a farmyard. We managed a respectable 49-second penalty that was joint 4th quickest pushing 
us up to 21st overall after the first time card. 



The first time card was handed in near Warley Cross before a visit to the petrol station to top up on fuel before 
heading back to Long Riston and the start of the second time card.  
 
Route handout number 2 was a grid of map details that had to be passed in the order given. We managed 20th 
quickest as we headed through the triangles near Pasture House and up towards Catfoss. It did not help that I had 
not told Andy to turn off at Pasture House and he saw the route check and quickly got us on the right route. This 
probably cost us 10 or 15 seconds. On most other events, the route has taken us through Nunkeeling to approach 
Bewholme from the west. Gibby had another trick up his sleeve by turning off at Catfoss Grange and headed towards 
Seaton approaching from the northwest.  

 
From Bewholme we headed north up the crease of the map that makes plotting the route a bit more difficult as you 
have to have a lot of the map open. We managed to get the not as map route checks and avoid the pitfall of going off 
at Tim’s corner by the aid of the hazard lights of a car who had found the field. We managed a credible 39 second 
penalty and the 13th quickest time. However, I screwed up on the regularity control by not being able to add up 
correctly and incurred a 2-minute penalty. This dropped us back down to 20th overall by the end of the section.  

 
A transport section took us through North Frodingham, Wansford and a very quiet in Skerne to start the last section 
before the end of the second time card. The handout was a list of grid lines to be passed in reverse alphabetical 
order. As there was only one obvious route, it was a case of making sure that the route checks were plotted correctly 
to ensure none were missed. We dropped no further time and finished the second time card 20th overall. A trip to the 
lay-by north of Hutton Cranswick found Matthew and Andrea busy sorting out the results and handing out time card 
3. The chuck wagon was in attendance but I thought better of downing a coffee or tea on what was a cold and 
blustery night. 

 
The second half of the event started just to the west of Hutton Cranswick and resulted in a change of map, 107 now 
being relegated to the door pocket as I guessed that we would not be using it again. The dreaded map references 
raised their ugly head and took us from MTC18 to NTC25. There was a couple of ways which the route could go, so I 
took caution to the wind and made sure that the map references were plotted correctly. I suppose that I could have 
guessed but that can have costly consequences, if wrong. However we got to the IRTC dropping 1 minute 33 
seconds but pushing us to 19th overall despite being 26th on the section. 

 
The route now headed north and west via Kirkburn, Tibthorpe and Huggate towards Millington. We dropped no 
further time on these sections. At the control west of Huggate we were handed a list of tulips that were out of order 
and had to be passed in decreasing numerical order. These did not have the balls on them so it made the plotting a 
bit more time consuming but we managed them without any problems. 

 
We proceeded as quickly as we could down Millington and to the intermediate control near Warter dropping 2 
minutes and 22 seconds and were 14th quickest. Through the quiet to the south of Warter we obtained the last piece 
of route instruction that would take us to the end of the third timecard at petrol in Shiptonthorpe. This was in the form 
of map features but described as pace notes where there was a junction. By the end of the third time card we had 
climbed up to 16th overall.  
 
The restart at Market Weighton was just south of Goodmanham and we were now heading back to the finish at the 
Dog and Duck in Walkington. This was spot heights showing the direction of approach and departure. These were 
plotted quickly and we headed on our way. The only problem encountered on this section was a missing code board 
at the crossroads at Etton Wold. We looked everywhere for it just in case it was around the corner but we could not 
see it even lying down in the grass. We hoped that other crews had the same problem and that it would be 
disregarded from the results.  

 
The final section was down Newbald Hill via the grass triangle and the video crew at spot height 104.  We spotted 
this easily as a lot of stones and mud had been brought onto the road after the junction. We were held up a bit after 
the hairpin as a member of the public was travelling the other way and we had to wait for him to pass us. The 
regularity finished near High Hunsley and we were 23rd quickest but still managed to hang on to our 16th overall. 
 
After a hearty breakfast at the Dog and Duck we waited for the results to be made final. These were quick to come 
and a few queries were quickly sorted out. 
 
Congratulations to:  Tim Rodgers and Paul Taylor for winning the event by a margin of 16 seconds. 
                                Phil Burton and Mark Edwards for a creditable 5th overall and first in class. 
                                Stan Featherstone and Mike Ogram for 11th overall 
                                Ben Blanchard and John Turnbull for 1st Novice and 19th Overall 
                                Steve Atkins and Roger Stoneley for 22nd overall and 2nd Novice 
                                Lee Mitchell and Ian Wright managed the penultimate position that was taken  
                                by Clint Eade and Shane Frood, both in their first event. 
  
Congratulations must go to all the organising team who have upheld the Maple Garage Beaver Rally as one to 
compete on.

PETE ANABLE 12 CAR RALLY  
THURSDAY 18TH JANUARY 2007-01-29  
 
Organised by Roger Stoneley on Map 106 
 
Round 1 of the Beverley and District Motor Club 12 Car Championship started from the cold car park at the back of 
the Dog and Duck. “Roger, why not sign on inside, it is much warmer?”   
 
Roger had set out a route taking us all from Walkington towards the A63 via Brantingham Dale. A section down to 
Blacktoft on the side of the Humber proved to be critical to the results due to the accurate study of the train 
timetables.

As this was the second 12 Car of the year, it obviously qualified as Round 2 of the Beverley and District 12 Car 
Championship. Using Map 101, the concrete lay-by west of Rudston on the B1253 was the luxury start venue, 
complete with muddy holes for us to fall into in the dark.

From here, 3 code boards on one ‘nam’ crossroads caught out Phil and Oggy, who recorded only 2. A Neutral 
section then took us to Troutsdale and another slight hiccup.  We arrived at the NTC before Troutsdale and also 
before Graeme Potter, as he had been placing a code board.  We never saw him frantically flashing, not that you 
would want to!! The result was a trip 3 miles into the section, catching Ben on his way to the control at the end before 
realising what had happened. A very quick run back to Graeme, turn round, just in time to take the time we wanted 
anyway. I also had time to give Oggy the code board we had already picked up to keep him happy and reduce our 
advantage. I also had to be careful not to allow him to see the code board he had missed earlier, as if he would try 
and see it!! The run through Troutsdale was brilliant, Gavin then nearly went off at every hairpin up to Silpho as he 
could not see left due to the map light while I plotted.  
 
The final run caught out everybody as we all missed a code board on a triangle at the start of the last section down to 
Forge Valley, taking us in and out of the various picnic parks along the way. In true treasure hunt fashion, we had to 
record the name of the car park as a code board instead. A good idea and not a problem, anything that makes an 
event interesting is fine by me.

We signed on at the Dog & Duck, Andy was waiting with the instructions, so we headed for the car. This time I read 
the instructions properly so as not to make the same mistakes as before.  Plotted to MTC1, which was sited on the 
yellow to the East of Etton at Leeman Wood.   
 
Handout 1 took us via a short run along the brown then back on the yellow via 2 RC’s  to Kilnwick crossroads and 
STC2.  Handout 2 sent us over Cawkeld with 2 hurried cautions about the fact that the gates were locked and to use 
the cattle grids. Then onto ‘long way round triangle’ at Burn Butts and another triangle at Neswick Farm, before 
heading north, via the ‘white’ at Kirkburn and on to STC4 which was at the end of the  ‘white’ south of Wetwang.  
 
NTC5 plotted just north of Wetwang, right on the map change over we received handout 4. This took us to the picnic 
area at Sledmere,  2 RC boards here, then left at Marmette and past Mill Farm and down the brown to Fimber 
roundabout.  
 
Next we went North west and left at Towthorpe crossroads, STC6 sited at Burdale triangle. 
We received handout 5 here, which were tulips,  6 of which had both approach and depart directions,  No7 only a 
depart.  It was here that you had to check your time card for correct approach to STC7, it was NW which meant that 
from Thixendale we were going via Uncleby Kirby Underdale and the gated road to Hanging Grimston,  and 2 secret 
checks.  John Turnbull informed us here that we were only the 3rd car through. Arriving at STC7 where the Killer 
Marshall and stickler for correct approaches, Howard Everingham informed us that James & Mark had WD’d at that 
point.  We were feeling a little pleased as we thought we might be in 3rd place.   
 
The next handout, No6 took us STC9 using coloured junctions with Spot Heights and Grid Squares as avoids.  This 
took us back into Thixendale,  left along Waterdale, then as mentioned in the final instructions we turned left at 
crossroads round the loop which was east of Leavening, up to code board, then left at crossroads and towards 
Burdsall, right towards Wharham Percy.  
 
We had a slight off at the 90 left near Wharram Farm,  a bit quick and a late call from me, but no problems. The next 
moment was the 90 right at Grimston Brow, nothing mega, then down to North Grimston, turn left and slot right 
before Glebe Farm to STC9. We had a long wait here and found that James and Mark also went off at the same 90 
left, only they pulled a hose off and lost water, but nothing too serious, but it did cause them to miss some route.  
 
Next handout,  No7 used Grid lines to STC10 via Setteringham to Duggleby Wold, no RC boards on this section.  We 
received handout 8, the last handout to MTC12. There were a series of avoids, 3 Spot Heights, 1 Map Reference, 1 
Grid Square and 1 Grid Line, which meant left at Duggleby, right at Mowthorpe village (site of),  through Duggleby 
again, onto Wharram le Street, left at crossroads, then slot right at yellow and down to Burdale where we found 
STC11 and MTC12 .   
 
The rally over and a drive back to The Black Swan at Wetwang for the results, where we also treated to an 
unexpected supper (thank you Mike)….Editor – in actual fact Mark Edwards organised the supper 
and the finish venue, sounds like it went down very well. So thanks goes to Mark.   
 
We heard that there was a bit of a conference regarding a disputed ‘white’ , which was just a break between trees, as 
it turned out it was quite a major mistake for the crew concerned, but at the time did not bother us because we had 
beaten James & Mark, and that in itself was result for us.  But as it transpired and the positions were revealed,  we 
waited,  we were clean of fails, then Phil Burton & Oggy’s name came as 3rd we thought wow 2nd, and then the big 
surprise Andy and Ian’s came out next and that meant we had WON.  We couldn’t believe it,  Ian Gibbins had missed 
a code board and we had beaten the winner of The Bruce Robinson, success at last!!. As always it is a team effort 
and that is many tanks to Andy Stewart who is unflappable and a great team mate. 
 
I have learnt such a lot since joining BDMC about this style of navigation and attention to detail, who said you can’t 
teach an old dog new tricks?

27 JANUARY 2007  
 
Team Beverley trekked up to Morpeth, north of Newcastle for this one. A trio of Protons liaised in the Deep Dale lay-
by at 5.45pm prior to a steady run up the A1. The Midnight Motorsport crews of Dan Robinson/Ian Gibbins and Ben 
Blanchard/John Turnbull being joined on this occasion by Gavin Smith/Mike Petch in the Cottingham MOT Centre 
Proton Gti for temporary honorary membership. 
 
This was the first full competitive night out for Dan’s new bright orange beast, and Dan was ready for it !! Running at 
Car 2, behind Stan and Oggy who won last year, but ahead of Steve Retchless and Paul Taylor at 3, a fierce night 
was in store, without even mentioning anyone else!! 
 
Gavin and I were running at Car 8, so we could hide from the main fight at the front and do our own thing, in our own 
time. Travelling with us all in support, the rest of  the Midnight Motorsport Rally Team were doubling up in a 
Marshalling/Chase Car role, Andy Beaumont carrying Dan’s knobblies to change onto before scrutineering.  
 
Matt Blood and Andy Stewart were on hand to distribute all the ANCC Championship information, having taken up 
the challenge of keeping everyone up to date with all the news through the Midnight Motorsport website.  
 
Scrutineering was the first hurdle to climb. The scrutineer was not happy that the spoiler on the back of Dan’s car 
was standard, despite Gavin’s standard Satria Gti being next in the line. It was deemed necessary to record our 
chassis numbers, to check when he returned to work at the Proton dealership he worked at on Monday morning. He 
was neither convinced, nor impressed with the fact that Andy assured him both car’s had the standard spoilers and 
wheel arches, feeling it necessary to show Andy his Proton Impian outside, “before we start arguing, I work for Proton 
too”.

All OK, just made it to the TTC and 
carried on, covering the next few sections up to Petrol at Alnwick without further time loss. 
 
 The second Time Card was handed in here and swapped for a page and a half of pre-plot, which would take us 
virtually to the finish. It was clear that these next 3 regularity sections would be critical to the results. There was no 
way the distance could be covered without penalty, so we were all going to have to go for it. Whatever happened, I 
was really looking forward to it.  
 
All plotted up, we left NTC 24 and headed into the first section, approaching the first Ford. We waded through 
sensibly enough and carried on up the hill after it, then ground to a halt as we slowed for a code board in a ‘not as 
map’ entrance. The board was recorded but the car would not play. 
 
With time haemorrhaging rapidly we struggled to get it going for many minutes, eventually misfiring away up the road 
after Andy B and Tim had arrived after spectating at the Ford. Unfortunately, because we had got through OK, and 
got so far past, they had not seen us stop; otherwise help may have got us away sooner.  
 
Unfortunately, OTL was beckoning and with the full section to go, it looked unlikely that we would make TC 26 in 
time.

Editor – Andy Beaumont kindly sent me the following technical stuff to include in this months 
magazine!!!!!! ….here it is …Thanks Andy…..Hey, I’m only a girl, it went right over my head, I 
am sure you fellas out there will get it though… 
   
Carburettor Workings Explained  
  
The basic secret of carburettor function is that inside each carburettor are thousands of tiny gnomes; each with a 
small bucket. As you open the throttle, more of these gnomes are allowed out of their house and into the float bowl, 
where they fill the buckets and climb up the carburettors passages to the intake, where they empty their buckets into 
the air stream.  
 
But, if you don't use the vehicle for a while, bad things can happen.  
Tiny bats take up residence in the chambers of the carburettor, and before long the passages are plugged up with 
guano. This creates a gnome traffic jam, and so not enough bucketfuls of fuel can get to the engine. If it gets bad 
enough, the gnomes simply give up and go take a nap. The engine won't run at all at this point. Sometimes you'll 
have a single dedicated gnome still on the job, which is why the vehicle will occasionally fire as the gnome tosses his 
lone bucket load down the intake.  
 
There has been some research into using tiny dwarves in modern carburettors.  The advantage of that is, unlike 
gnomes, dwarves are miners and can often re-open a clogged passage. Unfortunately, dwarves have a natural fear 
of earthquakes, as any miner should. In recent tests, the engine vibrations caused the dwarves to evacuate the 
Harley Davidson test vehicle and make a beeline for the nearest BMW dealership. Sadly, BMW's are fuel injected 
and so the poor dwarves met an unfortunate end in the rollers of a Bosch fuel pump.  
 
Other carburettor problems can also occur. If the level of fuel in the float bowl rises too high, it will wipe out the 
Section 8 gnome housing in the lower parts of the carburettor. The more affluent gnomes build their homes in the 
diaphragm chamber, and so are unaffected. This is why the vehicle is said to be "running rich".  
 
If the fuel bowl level drops, then the gnomes have to walk further to get a bucketful of fuel. This means less fuel gets 
to the engine.  
Because the gnomes get quite a workout from this additional distance, this condition is known as "running lean".  
 
The use of the device known only as the 'choke' has finally been banned by PETG (People for the Ethical Treatment 
of Gnomes) and replaced by a new carburettor circuit that simply allows more gnomes to carry fuel at once when the 
engine needs to start or warm up. In the interests of decorum, I prefer not to explain how the 'choke' operated. You 
would rather not know anyway. 

 
Car Electrics Explained.  

  
Forget all that nonsense about magnetic fields and the flow of electrons along a conductor, for it is just that, 
nonsense. A myth put about by auto electricians to support their lavish lifestyle at your expense. The reality is 
SMOKE!  
 
When you think about it, it all becomes startlingly obvious; smoke makes all electrical things function. If the smoke 
escapes, the component stops working. For example, the last time you had to grovel under your car to replace the 
starter motor, didn't it start smoking just before it ceased working? Of course it did!  
 
The wiring loom in your car carries smoke from one device to another, pumped around the system by the dynamo or 
alternator, and when the wiring springs a leak it lets all the smoke out and everything stops. The starter motor 
requires lots of smoke to work properly, so it has a very thick wire going to it.  
 
The battery stores up lots of smoke dissolved in the battery acid, which is why they were once called accumulators, 
until it became apparent there were unwashed home mechanics who would twig the secret. Naturally, if you try to 
dissolve too much smoke in your battery it will escape through those little holes in the top this is why those new 
fangled batteries with sealed tops explode when they get too much smoke in them.

LINCOLN CAR & MOTORCYCLE CLUB  
BRUCE ROBINSON ROAD RALLY             
10th FEBRUARY 2007 
 
An entry was placed, the results I used for seeding got us a start number of 21, first novices.  Ben & John,  who were 
running as semi-experts, were 2 places higher at 19. 
Noise and scrutineering passed, documentation sorted, then the wait. After the drivers briefing we had this weird 
thing of presenting the awards for last year’s event, why? 
 
The run out to NTC21 took us down the A46 then left to run pass Swinderby Airfield and onto Bassingham.  We were 
clean up to STC5, from here we over shot the first PC, then 2 ‘nams’, got both of them but could not work out the 
second one, just didn’t go as diagram. Anyway, found STC6,  dropped 3 minutes here. The next bit was avoids,  this 
took a bit to plot and by STC7 we had dropped another 6 minutes.  
 
The next Transport Section to TTC8, and the first of the timed to the second sections.  The middle part used was a 
‘white’,  but by the time we got there it was a complete mess.  When we got to the end, we were supposed to turn 
right to pick up a code board, but that was impossible as car 24 was stuck, wedged on sump guard.  We then got 
stuck behind, could not get out of the ruts, the whole stretch in my opinion should have been re routed.  With 
constant rain, the organisers should have realised that it would be have been virtually impassable. We dropped 
another 6 minutes here, then round the corner to STC10 and another timed to the second section.  This was 
eventually cancelled because a car had gone off into a ditch and blocked the way.  
 
From here we headed fro Blankney Grange and STC13, dropped another 2 minutes, next Metheringham and 
Dunston Heaths to STC14, another minute dropped and we were now only about 5 minutes from going OTL.   
We then got a tulip grid to plot, not wanting to lose any more time we went straight to STC15.  We then had a bit of 
luck as the next 2 sections were cancelled. As TTC17 was a Transport Section we were able to pull back a few 
minutes. TTC17 was NE of Bardney, we dropped a minute to STC18, we cleaned at STC19, then a Herringbone to 
STC20, clean again up to NTC21.  
 
The next handout was Map References, vertically. We  dropped 3 minutes to STC22, but cleaned at STC23, at which 
point we were bang on maximum lateness.  
 
On to petrol at Horncastle, we had about 20mins to spare here.  Restart at MTC2 was east of Horncastle on ‘yellow’. 
Set off towards Mareham, a 2 control loop, then back to the A158 and STC25.  A tulip grid took us to TTC29 were we 
dropped 5 minutes over this section.  
 
From TTC29, Map References took us to STC30, we dropped 3 minutes, then another 2 minutes to STC31 which 
skirted Stenigot.   
 
The next handout was Map Features to STC33, clean here.  STC34 was just before A157 Bluestone Heath Road 
with PC in the lay-by not shown on map, then Tulips to STC35.  No need to plot this, left at A157, into the lay-by 
opposite the entrance to Biscathorpe, through both Fords, ran on 3 cylinders for bit after water, this soon cleared and 
reached STC35, on yellow before B1225. 
 
NTC36 was west of Benniworth, the next handout being a grid of avoids.  Unfortunately, I did not plot the last one, so 
when we came to the last junction, we went the wrong way for about 2 miles. We found no control, turned round to go 
back.  If I’d turned right instead of left we would have run into the control STC37, so we dropped 7 minutes.  
 
The next 2 sections were Spot Heights , Grid Lines and Tulips, which  took us via Sotby, Great Sturton and Minting, 
to finish south of Hatton, dropping a total of 4 minutes.  
 
Then a Transport Section through Wragby and Randby to STC42, and the final section which was the usual run over 
Wickenby Airfield.  We took 6.05 for this, then on to the finish at Langworth for breakfast and results.  
 
There seemed to be a problem with the 2nd half results, this was probably due to the time card being a complete 
mess.

Oh what a lovely night!!!! Very wet and miserable for everyone, particularly the marshals. Massiivv rsspect to vvem, 
yo!!  Where shall we begin?  Team Beverley met at the Humber Bridge for 7.30 trip to Lincoln. Dan and Ian, Ben and 
John and Andy was driving me. At one point we were hoping Gavin might have been joining the team again, but with 
me sitting back in with Andy for this one, Mark Edwards could not be persuaded to cancel all other plans and 
navigate him round.  
 
Having finished 3rd last year, Andy informed me he was planning to win, so a very quick night looked in store, as Dan 
was also on fire!! God help me and Ian!!  Looking down the top 10, there was every possibility that a number of crews 
could win, so you would have to be really on it all night to win this one! As it turned out, the event would be 
demanding on both car and navigator.

I was still plotting and thought Andy knew where the slot into the ‘white’ was, as we had marshalled there a couple of 
years ago on the Cossack Rally. I was no longer concentrating on pinpointing the ‘slot’, leaving Andy on his own to 
take it. Visibility was appalling through the Escort’s front screen, we were well steamed up and wipers on old cars 
were never that good. I thought we had missed it, slowed and only carried on further because the next car was also 
coming this way. No! We have definitely come too far, go back, but the damage was done. We had dropped at least 
2 or 3 minutes, add to that the time lost as Andy nursed his car over a very rough and muddy track for 2 miles and we 
were well out of contention for a win.  
 
Andy certainly was far from happy now, falling into one of his now infamous, ‘Andyfits’. Not without reason though, 
the weather and the condition of the ‘whites’ was not expected from the Regulations, ‘smooth whites! We were only 
running road tyres and would have fitted knobblies had we known where we were going. If the event is to become the 
new ‘Cossack’, competitors need to be prepared.

We raced away from the Ripon Farm 
Services control, manned by Martin and attractive posse on the section before the Airfield, immediately the engine 
was starting to run a little warm. We took it easy to the end of the section and stopped to check the oil and water in 
the NTC before Wickenby, the oil was very low. Care would have to taken until the finish!!  
 
This was a really good section, not too rough, pretty well arrowed in most parts with 11 two-digit route checks around 
it, making it unnecessary to stop at them. Unfortunately, Andy was still in a black mood and did not enjoy this either, 
especially being worried about damaging his engine. We were obviously not as fast as would have normally been 
expected, but made it back to the finish for breakfast without blowing the engine up, which was good!!
